Awards Criteria/Nomination Form
The Innovation Award is presented to a New Jersey non-profit cultural organization that has been innovative and creative in a specific area of arts access.  Examples are as follows: 
· An organization using volunteer support to raise funds to support an arts access initiative.  
· An organization that has found a unique and interesting way to make a performance or exhibit accessible with limited financial resources.  

· An organization who has adapted a position to meet the needs of a qualified employee with a disability.
The Sustainer Award is presented to a New Jersey non-profit cultural organization who can demonstrate that it has sustained its commitment, innovation and service in cultural access for at least 5 years. The recipient should exemplify the highest standards of cultural access and serve as a role model for other organizations to follow.
The Leadership Award is presented to an individual who brings dedication, commitment and excellence to the area of cultural access.  The recipient should exemplify the highest standards of cultural access and serve as a role model for other individuals to follow.
